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10 Marks of a Christ-like Church...2 at a Time

Last week we asked you to examine us (Bethel Baptist) as a whole for our effectiveness in ministry. Now
that you’ve had a chance to think over the topics in general we would like to take a close look at these marks of a
Christ-like church two at a time.

10 Marks Uh-oh WOwW
1. Effective Evangelism Acts 11:19-20 1 2 3 4 5

Evangelism is defined as “the preaching or sharing of the Gospel with the intent of gaining converts to Christ.” For
evangelism to be considered effective, people should be putting faith in Christ on a regular basis. Not only should
we see conversions taking place in church services or special events, but also as a result of individual soul-winning
attempts. In fact, that should be the primary source of conversion decisions. That is what you see in Scripture!
(Acts 5:42) Is that what we are seeing at Bethel.

Our Lord referred to this as “fishing for men.” Any successful fisherman knows that you won’t catch fish without
investing much time to fishing and making many casts to where the fish are. Likewise, a follower of Christ must
invest consistent amount of time to leading others to Christ. Even the most successful fisher of men will not lead
someone to the Lord every time they witness. You may see one person trust in Christ for every ten people you wit-
ness to. Are we witnessing enough to see any people come to Christ? Also, recent statistics have discovered that
the average person needs to hear the gospel eight times before they are ready to receive it. Do we spend the time
necessary on “repeat casts” in order to lead others to Christ?

2. Multi-cultural Outreach & Appeal Acts 11:19-20 1 2 3 4 5

For two thousand years Jesus has commanded us to go and make disciples of all nations. It seems now that God has
brought us to a place in history where he is bringing the nations to us. The globalization of our world is a reality
we cannot deny. Never before have people been able to travel as freely and affordably a we can today which is
leading to many people of other cultures and ethnicities settling in right next door to us. Many times we focus on
the obvious challenges presented by this trend, but from a great Commission Christian mentality this is the opportu-
nity of a lifetime. Today the call to cross cultural ministry doesn’t even require going; it just requires staying with a
purpose.

Most churches in America have been unprepared for the cultural challenge presented by a world of pluralistic relig-
ions. The idea that people without Jesus are going to hell went down far too easily for Christians who only knew
Christians. Now we see the reality of people blinded to the truth by their own religious backgrounds and we have to
do something about it. This requires reaching out to those who are different in us in appearance, color, language
(accent) and lifestyle. Erwin McManus said, “If a spiritual expression wants to be considered as legitimate in the
emerging culture, it must be able to cross the barrier of racism and isolation.”

Parkersburg is becoming a more diverse culture by the day. Are we ready to respond to it by presenting the truth
that God so loved the world (every single person) so much that He gave His Son to die for their forgiveness of sin?
Would people of different races and lifestyles feel welcome at Bethel? (continued)
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So, after closer scrutiny, how healthy are we in these
two areas? Do we need improvement? If so, what
are you personally going to do about it? Remember,
you are the church. Change starts with each of us
making necessary changes to do our part.
